THE FOLLOWING PAGES PROVIDE ANSWERS CONCERNING INQUIRIES WE RECEIVED FOR THE ABOVE-NUMBERED ACQUISITION:
Question 1 - Attachment 4 (Statement of Work), page 3, describes the requirements for the TBRU Specimen Repository to “… be housed at a central location…”.  We anticipate working with three countries (4 sites).  Does the requirement of ‘housed at one central location’ mean one location overall, or can each site maintain the appropriate repository, eventually forwarding their most valuable samples to one central location?   

Response to Question 1 –   It is acceptable to house individual repositories at each location and eventually forward their valuable samples to one central location.   The central repository is indeed the location where a well characterized set of samples for greatest value for cross-contract studies will be located. A plan would need to be provided as part of the technical proposal that clearly outlines how repository activities between these locations will be coordinated.
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
