PURPOSE OF AMENDMENT:

to clarify and include the following highlighted text found in the broad agency annoucement description (ATTACHMENT 3) entitled “introduction” (Page 4 of 4). lanGuage that has been changed BY this AMENDMENT is highlighted.
The scope of research activities to be performed under this BAA shall include both of the following:

1. High-Throughput Screens of Mouse Models- identification of key regulatory immune response genes in mouse models using high-throughput methods; and
2. Human Correlation Studies – analysis of a subset of immune regulatory genes identified in the mouse studies in human cell or tissue samples.
This original Broad Agency Announcement (BAA) requested the use of high-throughput screens in mouse models.  The majority of the animal work shall use mouse models before going to the human correlation studies.  In some instances, other animal models have proven to be better models of human infectious disease.  
If a second, additional animal model is proposed in these studies, it shall be well justified and include the following: 

· The rationale for choosing the additional animal model
·  A discussion of the feasibility of high-throughput screens in the additional animal model
·  An explanation of how the reagents, the availability of the animal models and the genomic information from these animal models will lead to the identification of key regulatory genes that cannot be obtained in the mouse models.
