NOTICE OF SMALL BUSINESS SET-ASIDE

(1)
General.  Bids or proposals under this procurement are solicited only from small business concerns.  The procurement is to be awarded only to one or more such concerns, organizations, or individuals.  This action is based on a determination by the Contracting Officer, alone or in conjunction with a representative of the Small Business Administration, that it is in the interest of maintaining or mobilizing the Nation's full productive capacity, or in the interest of war or national defense programs, or in the interest of assuring that a fair proportion of Government procurement is placed with small business concerns.  Bids or proposals received from others will be considered non-responsive.

Definitions.  The term "small business concern" means a concern, including its affiliates, which is independently owned and operated, is not dominant in the field of operation in which it is bidding on Government contracts, and can further qualify under the criteria set forth in the regulations of the Small Business Administration (13 CFR 121.3-8).  In addition to meeting these criteria, a manufacturer or a regular dealer submitting bids or proposals in his own name must agree to furnish in the performance of the contract end items manufactured or produced in the United States, its territories and possessions, Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, the Trust Territory of the Pacific Islands, and the District of Columbia, by small business concerns.  Provided, that this additional requirement does not apply in connection with construction or service contracts.
